Glenda Collier made a motion to approve the general ledger journal entry moving $1,888.11 from the County Agent office expense fund to the County Agent utilities fund. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried.


OLD BUSINESS:

The Commissioners joined the Lake Region District Health Unit joint meeting conference call to approve the final 2024 budget.

At 9:00 A.M., the County’s 2024 budget hearing was held. There were no comments made from the public. Glenda Collier made a motion to approve the final County 2024 budget, and it was seconded by James Allmaras. The motion carried.

Todd Weber, Road Superintendent, discussed the condition and lack of 911 signs in the townships. Ashley Lies, States Attorney, will research the responsibilities of the townships and the County in making sure 911 signs are put up. Discussion was held on how to move forward with the construction of the new County shop in Sheyenne.

Paul Lies, Sheriff, gave an update that included the coroner cases in the County, the new squad cars, and the lack of response to the deputy position that was advertised.

Ashley Lies, States Attorney, presented the Resolution to sell the 10-acre parcel in Gates Township described as part W2NW4 of Section 36, T150N, R66W for $995 with the County retaining the mineral rights. Dave Gehrtz made a motion to sign the resolution, and it was seconded by Glenda Collier. The motion carried. Ashley Lies will prepare an advertisement for the New Rockford Transcript for the sale of this property.

The County’s meeting with the ND Department of Transportation in Bismarck during the NDACo conference will be held on Monday, October 9, 2023, at 5:00 P.M.


NEW BUSINESS:

Dr. Jill Louters, NRS Superintendent, attended the meeting to discuss the Real Estate Purchase Agreement for Lot 21, Block 19, Original Townsite. Dave Gehrtz made a motion to sign the agreement, and it was seconded by Glenda Collier. The motion carried. Dr. Louters also discussed an emergency evacuation plan for the school and asked for input from the Commissioners on the use of the Courthouse as a possible evacuation site. Lisa Thompson, Emergency Manager, and Paul Lies, Sheriff, also gave their input. Dr. Louters will work on a plan with suggestions from both Lisa Thompson and Paul Lies and will present the emergency evacuation plan to the Commissioners at a later date.

Dave Gehrtz made a motion to appoint Glenda Collier and Tiffany Munson as the County’s delegates to the ND State Fair Association. James Allmaras seconded  the motion, and the motion carried.

There are three properties on the delinquent tax list all owned by Mark Redinger, Lot 23, Block 3, Greeleys Addition, Lot 24, Block 3, Greeleys Addition, and Lot 25, Block 3, Greeleys Addition. Glenda Collier made a motion to set the minimum selling price at $170.90 for each lot. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried. The delinquent tax sale will be held at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday, November 21, 2023.

Corey Longnecker, Weed Board member, gave an update that included the possibility of a joint officer with Wells County, the continued search for an officer of our own, and updating the cost share program.

Dave Gehrtz, Chairperson, adjourned the meeting at 10:22 A.M.
