OLD BUSINESS:

Todd Weber, Road Superintendent, discussed the Challenger tractor lease we have with Ago Finance. Both Butler Machinery and the ND Association of Counties do not have any tractors available under their lease programs. It was suggested that we buy the tractor from Ago Finance.

Dave Gehrtz made a motion to sell the hot oil buggy to Ron Selensky, Selensky Services, for $1500 with the option to buy it back if he ever goes out of business. Neal Rud seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

After some discussion, it was agreed to delay the construction of the county shop in Sheyenne until 2023.

The one proposal received from Interstate Engineering, Inc. for preliminary and design engineering for the structure rehabilitation, BRP-1400(050), PCN 23552, was reviewed. Dave Gehrtz made a motion to appoint Glenda Collier, Todd Weber, and Patty Williams to the selection committee. Neal Rud seconded the motion, and the motion carried. An interview will be set up with Interstate Engineering, Inc.

The total costs of the basement storage room remodel and the remaining CARES money were reviewed. Some of the remaining money will be used for equipment to hold Zoom meetings in the basement Commissioners room and to purchase items recommended by the Homeland Security walk through.

Kris and Doug Skadberg attended the meeting to discuss the County Road 16 stream crossing determination. Their attorney, Zachary Burmeister, was in attendance via telephone conference call. Ashley Lies, States Attorney, went through her response to concerns mentioned in his letter dated March 29, 2022, and the concerns Interstate Engineering, Inc. has with statements made in Apex Engineering Group, Inc.’s Technical Memorandum. She stated that Eddy County must meet the 493 CFS design discharge standards, but we need a more accurate and complete review to determine the correct size of culverts. Ashley Lies and Zachary Burmeister will discuss this more and see what next steps need to be taken.


NEW BUSINESS:
 
Stuart Richter, New Rockford City President, Becki Schumacher, New Rockford City Auditor, and Troy Georgeson attended the meeting to discuss the City airport. The City would like to build a lounge and hangar, and the runway and taxiway need a new overlay. The City does not have enough money to cover all these costs. They asked the County for 4 mills to help with these costs. They will attend the next meeting with more detailed cost estimates.

Dave Gehrtz made a motion to add Juneteenth as a paid holiday for County employees per the Eddy County Employee Policy Manual. Neal Rud seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
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Neal Rud made a motion to approve summer hours for County employees, which consists of closing at 1:00 P.M. on Fridays starting May 2nd through September 30, 2022. Employees that are not elected officials will make up the hours during the rest of the week. Dave Gehrtz seconded the motion, and the motion carried. 

Glenda Collier, Chairperson, adjourned the meeting at 10:00 A.M.
