The bill received from Interstate Engineering, Inc. for plans for the Sheyenne County shop in the amount of $8,790 will be discussed at the next meeting on August 1, 2023.

OLD BUSINESS:

Todd Weber, Road Superintendent, and Lisa Thompson, Emergency Manager, discussed the 911 signs in the County and asked for clarification as to whose responsibility it is to purchase and install new signs in the townships. The Commissioners decided to advertise for an individual to take inventory and note the condition of all signs in the County. 

Dave Gehrtz made a motion to approve the purchase of a Schulte snowblower from Butler Machinery in the amount of $25,000. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Lisa Thompson, Emergency Manager, went through the snow reimbursement totals received from the State. There are 8 townships who have not yet signed the Memorandum of Agreement Between the County and the Township. Lisa reviewed her 2024 Emergency Manager budget request.


NEW BUSINESS:

Donna Anderson, NDSU Extension Agent, gave an update on the improvements made and still needed on the 4-H buildings at the fairgrounds. She reviewed the County Agent 2024 budget request.

Glenda Collier made a motion to increase the New Rockford and Sheyenne Police Contracts by 3% for 2024. Dave Gehrtz seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Glenda Collier made a motion to approve the purchase agreement from NDTC for a new phone system for the Courthouse in the amount of $10,938.81. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
Dave Gehrtz made a motion to designate Glenda Collier as the voting delegate for the NDACo annual conference held in Bismarck. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Glenda Collier made a motion to increase the contract with Linderman Construction to $2,000 a month for 2024, to increase the monthly payment to Tim Hartl for maintenance of the Warsing Dam to $900 a month in 2024, and to increase the hourly rate for Melinda Martin, Weed Board Secretary, to $22 an hour for 2024. James Allmaras seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

The Garrison Diversion Matching Recreation Grant Program will be looked at for possible funding to construct the bathroom at Warsing Dam that needs to be moved.

The Commissioner-hosted County picnic will be held on August 1, 2023, at the New Rockford County shop starting at 4:30 P.M.

Various department heads attended the meeting to review their 2024 budget requests.

Dave Gehrtz, Chairperson, adjourned the meeting at 10:47 A.M.

The next regular meeting will be August 1, 2023, at 8:30 A.M.
