OLD BUSINESS:

Ashley Lies, States Attorney, informed the Commissioners that she plans to meet with every County board to discuss requirements to follow the open meetings and open records laws. She will also be working on updating township forms and will help township clerks with how to fill them out.

The estimates to repair the picnic shelters at Warsing Dam were $1,650 for each from Cash and Carry for materials and $1,250 for each from Dave Chenze for labor. There are 5 picnic shelters for a total cost of $14,500. This will be paid for with the remaining CARES money. Dave Gehrtz made a motion to approve the repairs of the picnic shelters and replacement of boards on the picnic tables as needed. The motion was seconded by Neal Rud, and the motion carried. 

The Commissioners reviewed the budget request amounts. Neal Rud made a motion to approve all reviewed budgets. Dave Gehrtz seconded the motion, and the motion carried. The estimated 2022 end-of-year balances, the estimated 2023 revenue, the tax dollars needed for 2023, and the calculated mills worksheet were reviewed. Dave Gehrtz made a motion to approve 97.62 mills to be levied for 2022. The motion was seconded by Neal Rud, and the motion carried. The budget hearing was set for Tuesday, September 20, 2022, at 9:00 A.M.


NEW BUSINESS:

The date of the September Commissioners meeting was changed from September 6, 2022, to September 20, 2022, at 8:30 A.M.



The letter from Melandie Deplazes, SAAF Executive Director, was reviewed. Ashley Lies, States Attorney, gave a review of the services they have provided to Eddy County survivors over the past year. Neal Rud made a motion to donate $5,000 to Safe Alternatives for Abused Families for 2022. Dave Gehrtz seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Dave Gehrtz made a motion to approve the fairgrounds Lease Agreement with Tyler Carr and Sydney Ulrich for October 15, 2022, through October 23, 2022, for a wedding reception and dance. Neal Rud seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Neal Rud made a motion to purchase a light system kit for the County tower as the lights need to be replaced. Dave Gehrtz seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Glenda Collier, Chairperson, adjourned the meeting at 10:00 A.M.
